* Cigarette smoking is not allowed at Summer Festival.

* Be respectful of campus property. Campers are responsible for property
that they damage.

* You need to keep your wrist bracelet on at all times. You will not be able
to eat in the cafeteria without it.

* Campers are expected to be at all designated activities and must remain
on campus property at all times.

* Please do not bring beverages, food or gum into the auditorium.

* Neither male nor female campers are allowed into the opposite gender’s
dorm rooms.

* Campers cell phones are not allowed at Summer Festival. If a
student must bring a cell phone, it must stay in his/her counselors room at
all times.

* Campers must remain in their dorm room after lights out.

* When checking out, your room must be clean. For excessively
dirty rooms, you will be charged $50.00. Any fees resulting from damage
to the rooms will also be passed on to the occupants.

* If you lose your key, there will be a $50 charge at Stout and a $75 charge
at Gustavus.

* Please bus your own food trays.

* Remember that we are guests on campus and should respect both the
campus and the employees of the college.



Summer Festival Dress Code

We ask that you inform your campers ahead of time that a proper amount of
decorum should be used when attending our camp. Girls should not wear any
sort of “unsupported” tops (including tube tops or shirts that only tie in the back).
The basic rules are shirts should be high enough in the front so as not to show
cleavage; they should also completely cover their stomachs. Shorts must be
long enough so that they aren’t “falling out” of them. No “mini-skirts” as they are
not activity appropriate.

Boys will have to wear shirts at all times.
